THE CRAVENS SCHOLARSHIP FUND 

Tom Cravens’ love for youth was as strong as his faith in God. He 
served the youth at First United Methodist Church Coppell as a Sunday 
School Teacher, UMYF Youth Counselor and Confirmation Leader and 
Mentor. 
 
Prior to his death in 2000, he expressed a desire that a fund be 
established to assist a graduating youth with the costs of a higher 
education and that memorials made to the church in his name be used 
for that purpose. During the past nine years, 49 scholarships have been 
awarded totaling over $45,000. 
 
Beginning in 2010 at the request of the founders of the Cravens 
memorial, the Cravens Scholarship Fund will become the Cravens 
Challenge Fund to encourage youth to seriously grow in their faith 
during their school years. 
 
Using the monies generated by the golf tournament, the committee will 
make grants available throughout the year to assist and encourage 
youth to participate in a wide range of ministries in FUMC, the District 
and the Conference. The goal is to act during their formative school 
years to help create a distinctive lifestyle for them as they gather for 
worship, grow in grace and go to serve.  
 
In this way we hope to continue Tom’s great care for the youth of this 
church by helping them in their spiritual formation while they are here.
